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CBGA High Point Wether Producer
Purpose: To offer incentive and reward producers for providing high quality market wethers to youth exhibitors.

Eligibility

This award program is open to any wether produced by a CBGA member, maximum of 5 wethers per producer.  For the purpose of this award, producer is defined as the owner at birth.  Does are not eligible for nomination in this program.  Wethers nominated for this program are not excluded from competing in any other award program.  The wether must be owned and exhibited by a youth.  For the purpose of this award, youth is defined as age 18 or under on January 1st of the award year, or enrolled in 4H or high school FFA.  The youth exhibitor may be the same as the producer.
The wether may be shown at any national, state, regional, district, county or local youth show.  Shows must be for youth only and include, but are not limited to, county fairs, junior shows, JABGA nationals and jackpots.  If the wether is a champion or reserve champion at more than one competition, the producer will determine which show they would like to use to accumulate points toward the award and will submit only one claim per wether. 
Point System

Points earned by each wether are determined by the number of market animals defeated by that wether in the show that is claimed.  For example, if the wether is champion and there are a total of 10 market animals, the wether will win 9 points.  Points will only be awarded to the Champion and Reserve Champion market wethers.  Points are not awarded in individual weight classes.  

Nomination

A producer may nominate a maximum of 5 wethers.  Nominations per producer will cease after 5 wethers have been nominated.   The wether must be nominated at least 45 days prior to the show for points to be considered for that show.  At the time of nomination, the producer will complete and submit a nomination form.  On the form the producer shall identify the wether and the youth exhibitor.  A separate form is required for each wether.  Producers are also encouraged to provide photos of the wether and youth. 

Claiming Points

Claim forms must be received by October 15th of the award year.  Only one show per wether can be claimed.  A separate claim form must be submitted for each wether.  On the form the producer shall identify the wether, the youth exhibitor, the name and date of the show, a contact for the show and the show results.  It is preferable that the show results are completed by a show official.  The committee reserves the right to confirm show results and can exclude show results if they are unable to verify the reported information.  Producers are also encouraged to provide photos of the winning wether and youth.
Awards

The producer with the highest point total will be crowned the CBGA High Point Wether Producer.  The award will consist of an embroidered vest or zip up sweatshirt/fleece (winner will be able to choose), recognition by CBGA, listing on the CBGA website as the High Point Wether Producer, and a logo for display on the producer’s website.  

The producer with the second highest point total will be named the CBGA Reserve High Point Wether Producer.  The award will consist of a plaque, recognition by CBGA, listing on the CBGA website as the Reserve High Point Wether Producer, and a logo for display on the producer’s website. 

In the case of a tie for High Point Wether Producer, two high points will be awarded and no reserve.  In the case of a tie for Reserve, one high point and two reserves will be awarded.
